worsening is more pronounced. A combination of factors such as armed conflicts, extreme climate
events, economic crises and high levels of social inequality exacerbate the problem of hunger. These
challenges create a vicious cycle of poverty and lack of access to resources, exacerbating the risk for
vulnerable populations.
