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In the complex environment of contemporary non-standard challenges driven by 
martial law in Ukraine, alongside economic, political, and social factors, the effective 
functioning of the banking sector is an indispensable prerequisite for ensuring 
economic stability, recovery, and sustainable development of the country. The 
resilience and operational efficiency of the banking sector as a whole, as well as the 
overall level of public trust in it, largely depend on the effectiveness of security-
oriented management within each commercial bank in the state. 

Broadly defined, the essence of security-oriented management of commercial 
banks lies in the effective integration of security considerations into management 
strategies, as well as in the development and application of approaches that enable the 
timely identification, objective assessment, and rapid mitigation of risks affecting the 
stability of banking institutions and the level of corporate security. 

The rapid advancement of new technologies – such as artificial intelligence, Big 
Data, and automated analytics systems – creates novel opportunities for security-
oriented management of commercial banks in Ukraine, while simultaneously 
presenting new challenges. These include the need for continuous professional 
development of personnel, adaptation of regulatory frameworks, and the 
implementation of best international practices across various dimensions of security-
oriented bank management, including corporate governance, risk mitigation strategies, 
internal controls, and the trust factor. 

Various aspects of the nature and significance of security-oriented management 
of commercial banks have been explored in scientific research. For instance, 
I. Holodniuk [1] analyzed bank balance sheet data, classifying banks by asset size, 
capitalization level, and liquidity to assess the responsiveness of bank lending to 
changes in monetary policy, thereby demonstrating that lending reactions vary 
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depending on the bank’s financial resilience. M. Holyk [2] emphasized the necessity 
of restoring public trust in banks as a component of crisis management. I. Dominova 
[3] examined the “Four Lines of Defense” internal control model, offering a critical 
assessment and prospects for its practical application. A. Derkachenko and 
Yu. Khudolii [4] conducted a cluster analysis of banking business models to refine risk 
impact assessments and substantiate strategies for risk minimization. L. Kii and I. Isik 
[5] investigated managerial and scale-related determinants of commercial bank 
efficiency in Ukraine, while Ya. Kolesnik [6] studied pathways for improving the 
operational efficiency of commercial banks, among other contributions. 

Let us conduct a definitional analysis of the category “security-oriented 
management” and summarize the various interpretations of this concept in Table 1.

After analyzing various definitions of the studied category, the author proposes 

the following definition of the category “security-oriented management of a 
commercial bank”, which is understood as a managerial concept focused on ensuring 
resilience, adaptability, and achieving an optimal level of corporate security of a 
commercial bank under conditions of persistent uncertainty and risks. This concept 
integrates management methods aimed at the identification, monitoring, and mitigation 
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of risks, combined with strategies to maintain financial stability and protect the 
institution from external and internal threats.
