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Abstract: The article examines the issues of ensuring food security in the deoccupied and
frontline territories of Southern Ukraine in the context of the destruction of agricultural infrastructure
and disruption of logistics chains. The key role of public organizations in supporting microfarming
as a basic mechanism for restoring local food systems is substantiated. The tools of institutional,
financial, logistical and educational support for households that facilitate their transition to self-
sufficiency are analyzed. It is proven that the “baseline scenario” strategy ensures the transformation
of beneficiaries into independent economic entities and increases the long-term sustainability of
communities.
