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THE IMPACT OF REGIONAL’S DEVELOPMENT MODERN
CHALLENGES ON THE ECONOMIC SECURITY OF THE UKRAINIAN
REGIONS

Modern challenges of regional development aggravate the problem of
economic regions’ security, which must be considered comprehensively: as the
security of the region, a particular sector of the region (industry), city, village,
town, united territorial community, individuals.

Economic regions’ security - is the ability of regional authorities to ensure
competitiveness, stability, stability, continuity of economic development of the
territory, organically integrated into the economy as a relatively independent
structure [2, p. 94].

Given the current challenges of regional development of regions, threats to
their economic security, it is important to monitor the effectiveness of the impact
of regional reforms on all objects of economic security. Given that the determining
factors of economic security of the region are its internal and external environment,
it is important to determine the priority security areas of management. These
include:

1. Structural reform of the region’s economy. In most regions there are no
programs for structural economic reform as part of their development strategy. In
the management of local government, the issue in most cases comes down to
reforming the institutional structure of the region’s economy, while in reality it
requires complex changes, that is to say, those related to sectoral, sectoral,
reproductive and territorial structure of the economy. Economic development of
the region should be considered primarily through structural and technological
modernization of its economy, creating conditions and targeted investment in
economic activities belonging to the higher technological modes.

2. Increasing the role of the system-forming function of state enterprises and
the efficiency of their activities, primarily strategic. Considering the role of state
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entrepreneurship in the development of regions, we note that they often play the
role of locomotive of economic growth, introduction of innovative elements in the
development of the regional economic system, compensator for the negative
effects of market transformations on the labor market, antitrust regulator.

3. Strengthening the security of territorial communities in the context of
political, administrative, economic, financial, fiscal and environmental
decentralization. The security of the territorial community will depend on the
consistency and consistency of the central government’s course towards
decentralization, the professional competence of self-government employees, and
the availability and consistent implementation of the economic development
strategy. At the same time, special attention needs to be paid to the legal regulation
of land relations as soon as possible, first of all, to lands outside the jurisdiction of
the territorial community, careful assessment of property located within the
community and especially communal property. Without intensification of
economic development of communities and regions, administrative-territorial
reform will fail. Tools for revitalizing economic development should be used
taking into account the experience of countries that have successfully reformed.
These tools need to be flexible and take into account the challenges and security
threats facing local communities and regions. Among the tools to intensify regional
development deserve special attention: cluster formation, public-private
partnership, project management technologies, stimulation of innovative and
structural-technological development, which in modern conditions have not yet
found proper development in the regions of Ukraine.

4. Improving business security. When considering the problem in the
regional aspect, it is necessary to take into account the empowerment of local
authorities and the priority of certain activities for different regions in terms of
security.

5. Modernization of the social protection system in the context of human
economic security. The preparation and subsequent implementation of security
solutions should take into account the objectively existing relationship between
economic and social security, especially human security. The living standards of
the population of the region (territorial community) are a reflection of the reforms
results, and the violation of the threshold values of the relevant indicators indicates
the level of responsibility of central and local authorities for personal safety.

6. Interregional and inter-municipal cooperation. Interregional cooperation
in the context of solving economic security problems should be aimed at
overcoming disintegration trends, preventing irrational movement of resources,
including excessive migration, unjustified concentration of capital, strengthening
interregional integration [1, p. 46-48].
