Formulation of the problem. The economic transformations that take place in
Ukraine are aimed at integration of Ukrainian enterprises into the system of international
economic relations on the one hand, and the attraction of foreign entrepreneurs to
activities in Ukraine - on the other.

Ustimenko, K. Borisov, S. Vasilchak, S. Simak, F. Kotler, J.Majkens, V.Mazoli and
others.

The purpose of the article is to justify proposals for the development of the
tourism industry in Ukraine.

Introduction. Dynamic changes in the sphere of tourism and contemporary
globalization of socio-economic relations in the world substantially affect the tourism
industry. In addition, transformational changes in the socio-economic and political
system of Ukraine are responsible for reforming the tourism industry of Ukraine in
relation to the new challenges [4].

Taking into account European integration of Ukraine, it is expedient to define
tourism as a priority area of state activity. For many countries, international tourism has
become the most profitable branch of the economy, and its revenues are an important
component of national budgets. Travel and tourism stimulate the development of
investment projects for the development of transport and hotel and tourist infrastructure
(in particular, airports, roads, seaports, restoration of historical monuments, museums,
development of natural protected areas), which increases the quality of life of the
indigenous population, and service of tourists.

The main legal document that regulates the peculiarities of tourism activity in
Ukraine is the Law of Ukraine "About Tourism™ dated November 18, 2003 No. 1282-1V

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The development of the tourist and recreational industry contributes not only to
raising the level of employment of the population, but it is important both at the local and
at the global level. Today's tourist business should be one of the main impetus for
innovation in the economy. But now we can argue that the containment of these
processes is due to a number of factors, ranging from unprofessional business planning to
harsh taxation [3].

Analyzing the volume of tourist flows in recent years, it should be noted that the
development of tourism in Ukraine has a wave-like character. The first recession is
observed in 2009 when Ukraine faced a financial crisis. Over the next four years, tourism
is developing again, with the growing number of foreigners who visited Ukraine, but in
2013, due to the worsening socio-political and economic situation in the country, the
volume of tourist flows is sharply reduced. According to statistics from 2014, the number
of visitors increased by 10%, which indicates a slow rise in the tourism industry.

This industry is of particular value not only because it fills the treasury and
allows us to develop the country's potential, but also because the increase in the number
of tourists entails the development of foreigners' awareness of our culture and contributes
to the establishment of foreign economic relations.

Unfortunately, today in the country there are persistent problems of development
of the industry, which is being overcome by increase the number of tourists and the
development of tourist activity in the country as a whole. Among the main issues are the
following: the imperfection of the legislative and regulatory framework of the industry,
poor quality of service and non-compliance with the standards of accommodation
facilities, weak interaction between local executive authorities and local authorities in
ensuring the development of tourism and recreation in the region, poor awareness of
potential tourists about the possibilities of recreational-tourist potential of the country,
lack of well-established communication policy.

The tourist infrastructure of Ukraine doesn’t correspond to the tourism and
resource potential of the country and demands improvement and bringing to international
standards. Ukraine has all the prerequisites for becoming one of the most developed
tourist countries in the world.

In order to transform potential opportunities into real conditions for the
expansion of economic activity through the development of the tourism industry, it is
necessary to comprehensively examine the existing problems and develop a strategy that
will be regulated at the state level.

Given the foregoing, the processes associated with the implementation of the
project of development of Ukraine as a European tourist state require more than ever
before a deep analysis [2].
