Listening is the most fundamental of the four language skills. Learners can be exposed
to a lot of authentic input through listening, and if the input is comprehensible, it would lead to
improvement of other areas of language such as pronunciation, speaking and even reading and
writing (Anderson and Lynch: 1988).

Due to the complex and
intricate nature of listening comprehension in a second or foreign language, listening is said to
be the most difficult of the four language skills that all language learners are expected to acquire.

Problems encountered by students in listening.

Background knowledge Lack of background knowledge is an obstacle during the
learning process. Buck (2001) describes background knowledge as general non-linguistic
knowledge about the world we live in and how things works within it including knowledge of
the target culture, knowledge of current affairs, arts, politics and literature. Therefore, students
